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General

Articles should be submitted in English, French, German or Spanish.

Articles should be accompanied by an abstract in English of 100-400 words in length. The length of articles should usually not exceed 7,000 words including abstract and footnotes.

All contributions must be word processed, double spaced and with wide margins.

Footnotes should be numbered sequentially throughout the text and should appear at the bottom of the page. Authors are asked to keep footnotes as short as possible and to make cross-references within the text as sparingly as possible. Cross references should be to the text accompanying a particular footnote.

Letters of no more than 500 words in response to articles published in the European Journal of Legal Education or short notes of up to 2,000 words on topical developments regarding issues with which the journal is concerned, will be considered for publication.

Mode of submission

Authors should submit their contribution on disk or by email in a Windows compatible format, together with two paper copies to the address below.
